1.

Go for a pleasant walk in the centre of Eger, then climb up 
the Nagy-Eged Hill to have a stunning view from there, and 
after getting back to the town, taste a red wine of the hill.

2.

Visit the impressive Fátyol (Veil) Waterfall cascade in 
Szilvásvárad, have a local trout for lunch accompanied by

a glass of fresh Egri Csillag.

3.

Visit the Mátra Museum in Gyöngyös, then take the 
enchanting narrow-gauge forest railway, Mátravasút,

to get to Mátrafüred. Try some regional game dishes in
a cosy restaurant there, and have some excellent local 

Kékfrankos to taste with.

4.

Refresh yourself in the Cave Bath at Miskolctapolca, have
a nice row on the boating lake, and fi nally relax on the 
shore with a local Zenit wine in your glass to celebrate

your beautiful day in a worthy manner.

5.

Hike on the hill of Sár-hegy, walk all the way up to St. Anna 
Chapel, then on the way back pop into a local cellar.

A cool glass of Hárslevelű or Olaszrizling will be
extremely refreshing there.

A place where the view is dominated by mountain ranges 

of Mátra and Bükk and one can stare down from the 

highest peak of the country; where one of our ancestors’ 

most successful defensive battles against the Turks took 

place, and the Magic Tower offers a fascinating view to 

peep a city life of Eger nowadays; where the babbling 

stream Szinva runs fast and thermal springs come 

naturally from the ground; where active recreation 

possibilities are offered all year round: ski resorts in winters 

and  fi shing lakes in summers; where vineyards are at the 

highest altitude in the country being surrounded by tidy, 

small villages – that beautiful area is the Upper Hungary 

Wine Region.

ELEGANCE IN 
WHITE AND RED
For long, Mátra Wine District was thought to be a home 

of aromatic white wines. This is only partly true, as recent 

experience has shown that both more serious white wines 

and elegant, deep reds are made here. Usually wines from 

the vineyards of Bükk are characterised by vibrant acids, 

fresh fruitiness and youthful vigour; while those from Eger 

are more versatile with several varieties and styles. There

is no doubt that the iconic and traditional wine type of the

region is the famous Egri Bikavér cuvée (also known as 

Eger Bull’s Blood), while its white counterpart, Egri

Csillag (Eger Star), is rather young, it was established lately, 

only in 2011. The majority of local winemakers believe that 

the essence of the Upper Hungary Wine Region can be 

expressed by these two blends; therefore, the future of

this wine region is based mainly on these wine types.  

The three districts of this wine region work 
closely together forming a single unit,
it is not even easy to draw a geographical 
boundary, though the taste of their wines 
make a clear distinction between them.
